I thank my
creator that this is so, or else I would have missed the opportunity to make
two new friends, gain a sponsee and re-read the Big Book.

One night a married couple from another country came to our AA meeting.
It’s a special interest meeting for lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender
people, but we practice the Third Tradition here. The couple, who came
here form Iran, felt really welcome and comfortable, and they made our
meeting their home group.

I am a Jewish lesbian from New York. The new members and I have
shared many things about the program as well as personal things over the
past 10 months. One might think Jews and Iranians are supposed to be en-
emies because of who we are and the histories of our countries. Well, I can
thank my creator again that those issues are not part of our AA program.

The husband recently celebrated seven years of sobriety and I had the priv-
ilege of presenting him with a cake. However, I only had Hanukkah can-
dles that day. The man form Iran accepted the cake from this Jewish lesbi-
an and happily blew out the candles.

If not for AA, we would never have met each other and shared so much joy.
I now have good friends from another part of the world. We get to trudge
this road together.

We think that each group should soon achieve this ideal; that any public solicitation of funds
using the name of Alcoholics Anonymous is highly dangerous, whether by groups, clubs, hospitals, or
other outside agencies; that acceptance of large gifts from any source, or of contributions carrying any
obligation whatever, is unwise. Then too, we view with much concern those A.A. treasuries which con-
tinue, beyond prudent reserves, to accumulate funds for no stated A.A. purpose. Experience has often
warned us that nothing can so surely destroy our spiritual heritage as futile disputes over property, mon-
ey, and authority.

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The following is a letter from the General Manager of our General Service Office in NY.

Dear General Service Conference member,

I’m writing to inform you of recent actions taken by the General Service Board and the A.A. World Services, Inc. Board of Directors to
secure the 1939 Printer’s Copy of the manuscript of Alcoholics Anonymous, our Big Book. The Printer's Copy (also called the working
manuscript) has handwritten notes from Bill W. and others and shows the evolution of what became the first published edition of the Big
Book.

The manuscript was gifted to A.A.W.S. by Barry L., an A.A. member, who had received the manuscript from Lois Wilson, the widow of
Bill W., a co-founder of our Fellowship. Although A.A.W.S. possessed the letter in its files at the time of Barry L.’s death in 1985, no
one within the organization was aware of the gift or of our right to ownership until the letter was found in our archives in 2007.

We recently learned that the manuscript was going to appear at public auction in June. Because the manuscript undeniably belongs in the
G.S.0. Archives, we have requested and were granted a temporary restraining order by New York State Supreme Court to prevent the
manuscript from being sold.

Pursuing litigation is not something to be taken lightly. As you know, within our Traditions and Concepts, and expressed succinctly in the
Preamble is the principle that we shall do nothing to incite public controversy. We focus strictly on carrying the message of recovery to
still-suffering alcoholics and serving the A.A. groups. However, as part of the General Service Board's and A.A.W.S.'s fiduciary respon-
sibility and to protect and preserve the manuscript in our archives — for A.A. groups, individual members and for future generations — the
Board took the action described above.

It is important that the members of our Conference, as representatives of the A.A. groups of the United States and Canada, know what
steps both A.A.W.S. and the General Service Board have taken.

We ask that all inquiries you may receive concerning the Printer’s Copy of the manuscript of the Big Book be forwarded to the Public
Information coordinator, Clay R. His direct line is 212-870-3119, and his email is publicinfo@aa.org.

We have requested each trusted servant (trustee, delegate, director) and employee in our office to use common sense and discretion, and
not to attempt to answer questions concerning this ongoing matter, but simply to refer questions to the P.I. desk of the General Service
Office, as noted above.
